She went on to say that she never would have filed for
bankruptcy if she’d known it would cause her to have to
live like this. She wished she could take it back, but she
couldn’t. Her attorney said she’d start with a “clean slate.”
But she didn’t. She was left with a horrible mark on her
credit history that wasn’t going to ever go away.
